• 783 million people in the world do not have 
access to safe drinking water.

• 1.8 million people die every year from diarrheal 
diseases (mostly from unclean water) – 90% of 
these are children under the age of 5 years. 
• Over the last century, drought has been 
responsible for more deaths than any other 
natural disaster.  
• The statistics go on and on…….
